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Preamble

The Vice Minister for Policy Coordination, Ministry of Internal Affairs and
Communications H.E. Masahiro Yoshizaki, and the Member (Technology),
Telecom Commission, Ministry of Communications and Information Technology,
H.E. Anil Kaushal met in New Delhi and reaffirmed the close partnership
between Japan and India in the field of ICTs. They expressed mutual

confirmation to launch the “Japan-India ICT Public-Private Partnership Dialogue”.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications of Japan and the Ministry of
Communications and Information Technology of India (hereinafter referred as
“Both Sides”) held the first Japan-India ICT Public-Private Partnership Dialogue
in New Delhi.

Both Sides recognize that ICTs serve as a major driving force for implementing
sustainable development of society, improving the quality of life, encouraging
participation and integration in social and economic activities, and maintaining
cultural diversity. Both Sides emphasize the importance of active use of ICTs as
a key factor for driving economic growth, since they greatly contribute to the
creation of new value and to the improvement in efficiency of production
activities. In view of this, Both Sides firmly share the view that it is necessary and
mutually beneficial to strengthen the comprehensive cooperation between Japan
and India and therefore stressed for further promotion of cooperation and
interaction between two countries in the field of ICTs.
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1. Basic Principles

Both Sides confirmed the promotion of cooperation and exchange of information
in the field of ICTs on the basis of principles of equality, reciprocity, and mutual
benefit in line with the following frameworks. This joint statement, together with
the earlier joint statements between the Minister for Internal Affairs and
Communications of Japan and Minister for Communications and Information
Technology of India (joint statement of January 18, 2005, and August 24, 2005)
and the joint statement between Japanese and Indian Prime Minister of May 29,
2013, titled Strengthening the Strategic and Global Partnership between Japan
and India beyond the 60th Anniversary of Diplomatic Relations” and respective
domestic policies, laws and regulations) laid frameworks for cooperation.

2. Scope of Cooperation

Both Sides confirmed to deepen mutual cooperation in ICT field in the following
areas;

(@) Collaboration in developing Technology & Standards

I Promote collaboration through exchange of views and information
among experts towards drafting international standards for the new
mobile communications system for 2020 and beyond that would follow
IMT-Advanced systems.

il. Promote mutual cooperation in R & D and standardization activities for
new communications technologies and networks

iii. Develop collaboration framework for technical capacity building with
concrete steps such as exchange of experts, sharing of information,
technology transfer as necessary etc., in all aspects of ICTs to
accomplish the objectives enunciated in the joint statement.

(b) Network and Cyber security
I. Cooperate in encouraging experts to share related tools and

technologies in ICT and security testing of ICT elements and
networks.

il. Welcome exploration and development of technologies, tools, and
activities for security checking of telecom & IT equipment and
networks.

iii. Continue information sharing on aspects related to cyber security and
exchange best practices in order to cooperate in responding to cyber
attacks, cyber threats and anti spam measures.

iv. Promote collaboration to mutually develop security frameworks to
meet the demands of next generation cyber needs.

Policies and regulations

Share and exchange the views and information with regard to policies and
regulations of ICT field.

Infrastructure

Encourage establishment and promotion of ICT infrastructures as it plays a
major role to accomplish sustainable development of society, improve the
quality of life, encourage participation in social and economic activities, and
maintain cultural diversity.

ICT applications on addressing social issues and enhancing
qguality of life

Promote mutual cooperation towards the utilization and application of ICTs
for solving social issues and realizing a better life through “ICT smart town”
concept, e-education, ICT capacity building, e-health, intelligent transport
systems (ITS), financial inclusion, advanced agriculture, green ICT,
e-government and so on.

Disaster management and ICT

Facilitate discussions on possible utilization of ICTs for disaster
management in India and Japanese cooperation in this regard.



9) Multilateral cooperation

Strengthen mutually beneficial collaboration in ICT field on international
platforms such as the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and the
Asia Pacific Telecommunity (APT) etc.

h) Private sector activities

Recognize the importance of private sectors’ activities in identifying new
opportunities for creating new business and therefore facilitate mutual
dialogue of private sectors between India and Japan.

3. Forms of Implementation

With regard to the cooperation and collaboration identified under section 2, Both
Sides take necessary measures for their implementation through the following
activities.

a. Exchange of relevant delegations between the countries

b. Promote technical developments through the cooperation in research and
development activities of research institutes, universities, etc.

Exchange views and opinions of experts

Participate in ICT-related conferences and events in both countries
Co-organize seminars and workshops in the ICT field

Facilitate private sector’s cooperation of both countries.

4. All cooperation activities under this joint statement will be conducted in
accordance with the relevant domestic laws and regulations subject to the
available budget and other resources of both countries, and the costs of such
activities will be borne by respective Sides.

Hereby, India and Japan reaffirm their confirmation to strengthening and
expanding the ICT cooperation between both countries.
