Some of this equipment does not conform
to the technical regulations under
Japanese radio law and its use violates the
law. These could cause harmful
interference to transmissions of other
radio stations.’

Therefore, you must be careful when
purchasing or using foreign- standard radio
equipment.

If @ person sets up and operates an
unlawful radio station, that person violates
the Radio Law and is subject to fines of up
to 1,000,000 yen or penal‘ges of 1 year
imprisonment.
