If a person sets up and operates an unauthorized
radio station, that person violates the Radio Act
and is subject to fines of up to 1,000,000 yen or
penalties of 1 year imprisonment.

Any person interfering with important administra-
tive radio communications shall be liable to penal
servitude for a period not exceeding five years or
to a fine not exceeding 2.5 million yen. Attempted
offenses are also subject to punishment.
