O Theme of This Year’'s Seminar

Focused on the theme of "Peace" and "Regional Revitalization," we had the practical opportunity to think together

about how to effectively communicate these values to our home countries and the world.

In particular, reflecting on peace in Nagasaki as this year marks 80 years since the atomic bombing was a deeply

meaningful learning experience. By listening to the testimonies of atomic bomb survivors, I could feel the word

"peace," which had previously felt distant,more closely and concretely as "my own concern" and "a problem we share."

Furthermore, witnessing the passion of local residents who love their community and strive to share its charms

was truly inspiring. I believe this served as a catalyst for all participants, including myself, to develop a deeper affection for Nagasaki.

What made the biggest impression on me when listening to the stories of the atomic bomb survivors was that the incidents of 80 years ago still
remain vivid in their memories. Touching upon memories akin to scars that have not faded over the years, 1 felt strongly that peace is not so
distant, but rather an issue close to us that we must face in order to protect our current lives which we take for granted.

In the final group work, we were asked to think about Nagasaki's initiatives regarding peace and local revitalization, and how we can share
them with the world. The process of thinking about these issues, then sharing our thoughts with each other and deepening our understanding was
extremely meaningful. Through sharing and listening to the thoughts of others, I was able to solidify my own thoughts and ideas, and coming into
contact with new perspectives was very insightful.

I realized the importance of communities where people can connect closely with one another, much like the
initiatives of the Local Revitalization Cooperation Corps. As both a foreign resident and a member of the
community, I want to work with everyone to find ways to contribute to the spirit and liveliness of the region
I plan to gradually apply the insights I gained from this seminar to my future work. Also, whenever the
opportunity arises, I hope to continue visiting various parts of the prefecture to personally experience the
charms of Nagasaki and the heartfelt dedication of the people who love this region.

Although the seminar has concluded, I want to continue to cherish everything I have learned and felt regarding "Peace" and "Regional
Revitalization."

Through these experiences, I hope to serve as a "bridge" between Nagasaki and my home country even after my term ends.
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
